A Question For You
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Communion on the Moon — July 20, 1969

Forty years ago two human beings changed history by walking on the surface of the moon. What
happened before Buzz Aldrin and Neil Armstrong exited the Lunar Module is something few people
know about. Buzz Aldrin took communion on the surface of the moon.

The background to the story is that Aldrin was an elder at his Presbyterian Church in Texas during this
period in his life, and knowing that he would soon be doing something unprecedented in human history,
he felt he should mark the occasion somehow, and he asked his minister to help him. And so the minister
consecrated a communion wafer and a small vial of communion wine. Buzz Aldrin took them with him
out of the earth’s orbit and on to the surface of the moon.

He and Armstrong had only been on the lunar surface for a few minutes when Aldrin made the following
public statement:

“This is the LM pilot. 1 would like to take this opportunity to ask every person listening in,
whoever and wherever they may be, to pause for a moment and contemplate the events of the past
few hours and to give thanks in his or her own way.”

He then ended radio communication and there, on the silent surface of the moon, 250,000 miles from
home, he read a verse from the Gospel of John, and he took communion.

This is his own account of what happened:

“In the radio blackout, | opened the little plastic packages which contained the bread and the
wine. | poured the wine into the chalice our church had given me. In the one-sixth gravity of the
moon, the wine slowly curled and gracefully came up the side of the cup. Then I read the
Scripture, ‘I am the vine, you are the branches. Whosoever abides in Me will bring forth much
fruit.... Apart from me you can do nothing,” | had intended to read my communion passage back
to earth, but at the last minute NASA requested that | not do this. They were already embroiled
in a legal battle with a celebrated opponent of religion, over the Apollo 8 crew reading from
Genesis while orbiting the moon at Christmas. | agreed reluctantly. | ate the tiny Host and
swallowed the Wine. | gave thanks for the intelligence and spirit that had brought two young
pilots to the Sea of Tranquility, on the moon’s surface. It was interesting for me to think that the
very first liquid ever poured on the moon, and the very first food eaten there, were the
communion elements. And, of course, it is interesting to think that some of the first words
spoken on the moon were the words of Jesus Christ, who made the earth and the moon - and
Who, in the immortal words of Dante, is Himself the “Love that moves the Sun and other stars.”
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Christmas in June
Editor & Handel

If you wanted to decorate the outside of your home, you could do so
without freezing your hands and battling the elements.

Jesus calls us to Himself and institutes the service of Holy Communion. A highlight of the service is the
stripping of the chancel. The banners, and decorations are gradually removed until all that is left is a
shrouded cross with one lone candle glimmering at it’s base. In this way we remember that Jesus was
arrested, stripped and beaten, and we mourn His death. We leave in silence, pondering these strange
events.

We think Christmas trees would also have to be discussed. In June we could decorate whatever tree we
had growing in our garden. Or, as in the past, we could drag a tree into our living room in December.
Perhaps this could be optional. Rev. John seems to like Christmas trees all year around. He was seen at
the local supermarket retrieving Christmas trees that were being thrown out. No doubt we will see them
some day soon.

It may seem strange to hear Christmas Carols in June but we would get used to it. In December we could
sing about Grandma being run over by the reindeers — not that we Grandmothers like the thought of being
run over, but there are lots of non-religious songs that could be sung.

Summer is the time of year when our church finances become a bit worrisome. Our special June
Christmas envelopes may solve this problem.

While Handel and | were discussing this issue, Rev. John appeared and we suggested that he send a letter
to the Archbishop of Canterbury asking for his opinion. (We won’t worry about the Pope.) We weren’t
too sure whether Rev. John was seriously considering this or whether he assumed that we were just being
silly.

If we celebrated Christmas in June, that would mean Easter would fall sometime in October. We don’t
foresee a problem with that. Centennial Hill might be easier to climb in October and those who like to
participate in this event could enjoy the fall colours.

Unfortunately, Anglicans do not like change so we doubt any of this will happen. It just seemed like a
good idea to Handel and I. What do you think??
